Section A – Flowering perennials and biennials 

Class 1  Aquilegia (Columbine)    1 spray 
Class 2  Coreopsis (Tickseed)     1 stem 
Class 3  Digitalis (Foxglove)                     1 Stem 
Class 4  Geranium (Cranesbill)     1 Stem 
Class 5  Hemerocallis (Day lily)     1 scape 
Class 6  Iris (bearded iris)     1stalk (stem) 
Class 7  Iris siberica (Siberian iris)    1 stalk (stem) 
Class 8  Lupinus (Lupins)     1 stem 
Class 9  Paeonia Lactiflora (Herbaceous Peony)  1 bloom (disbudded) 
Class 10  Paeonia (Peony AOC)     1 stem 
Class 11  Papaver Orintali (Oriental Poppy)   1 stem 
Class 12  Tradescantia  (Spiderwort)    1 stem 
Class 13  Any other perennial in bloom    1 stem/spike or spray 

Section B – Foliage Perennials 

Class 14 Fern      3 fronds, same species 
Class 15 Heuchera, Heucherella or Tiarella  3 leaves, same cultivar   
 (Coral Bells, Foamy Bells or Foamflower)  
Class 16 Hosta blue leaf    3 leaves, same cultivar 
Class 17 Hosta miniature    3 leaves, same cultivar   
Class 18 Hosta variegated    3 leaves, same cultivar 

 
Section C - Flowering shrubs, tree or vine 

Branch/vine not to exceed 51 cm (20”) in length measured from the top of the container. 

Class 19 Clematis       1 bloom 
Class 20 Any other flowering shrub, tree or vine  1 branch or spray 
Class 21 Rosa (Rose – hybrid tea or grandiflora)  1 specimen bloom 
 

Division II – Design 

Theme:  CELEBRATE SUMMER

Space allotted:  51 cm (20”) wide and deep, unlimited height.  

Class 22 ‘Picnic in the Park’ - a design in a jug or water pitcher

Class 23 ‘Summer at Last’ – an asymmetrical design featuring a single peony
